McCabe’s grew from the vision of second generation Irish-American Philip McCabe, owner of The Inn on Fifth, who grew up with a true and early love for the pubs in his Boston neighborhood.  In the spring of 1997, McCabe selected a company just north of Dublin to re-create every detail of an authentic Irish pub.  The firm supervised pre-milling of the wood for the 4,200-square-foot pub, and acquired light fixtures, Irish antiques and other bric-a-brac to adorn the restaurant.  The million-dollar pub arrived in Naples in containers, along with six Irish journeymen and two specialist painters who assembled McCabe’s on the ground floor of The Inn on Fifth.
